Clerk's Office Front Counter Reopening

Effective, February 1, 2022, The United States District Court for the District of New Jersey 
announces that the Clerk's office will reopen to the public as indicated below.  Any person who 
desires entrance to the Courthouse must wear a mask or face covering, adhere to social 
distancing, abide by all health and hygiene signage throughout the building and may be subject 
to thermal temperature scanning.
